OVERVIEW:

French 221 will help you to develop speaking, reading, and writing skills on the intermediate level. The
class will be conducted entirely in French with a variety of communicative activities, from informal
conversationa exchanges to more in-depth discussion and analysis. French 221 is an important threshold
for students of French because the language starts to become a“means’ to an end (thought and analysis)
rather than an end in itsalf.

Listening Comprehension and Spoken French

With an emphasis on the exclusive use of French in class (and outside if you prefer!), you will gradually
gain more confidence as your comprehension skills improve. We will aso carefully review basic phonetic
rules throughout the process. Each grammar chapter in Collage has a listening comprehension section to
preparein the AV Center; it will help you to train your ear (there is no subgtitute for this essentia step.
(You may request that a copy tape be made for your use at home. If so, bring a blank cassette tape to the
AV Center in ARH.) Some of the literary readings may also require advanced listening on the CD that
comes with the text Autour. Exams will also test your listening comprehension skills. Y our spoken French
will be evaluated throughout the semester both in class (through formal ora assignments and informal
participation) and in two individuaized meetings outside of class with your instructor.

French Assistant Rémi Digonnet is aso available during French Lab hours to help you work on any aspect
of French. Fed freeto call upon his enthusiasm and expertise (especialy for oral work).

Grammar

French 221 presents ar eview of basic grammatical concepts. Y ou are expected to complete all assigned
work (preparation, oral, and writing) BEFORE the class day indicated on the syllabus. | will not “explain”
grammar in class unless you have specific questions about the take-home exercises. The mastery of
grammar can only occur through practice, by applying the rules to the exercises— only time and
practice can accomplish this (Remember it’s perspiration not inspiration!)

Readings and Discussion

An important part of the course will be devoted to exploring how language expresses meaning in a variety
of contexts, as in poetry, prose, theater, image, and advertisements (“la publicité’). In order to
“understand” the ideas of atext, you will need to work hard to acquire the necessary vocabulary; you
should be working extensively with agood French/English dictionary (Compact Oxford French/English




How to use Collage: Révision de grammaire

Begin each lesson with a careful study of M ots et expressions. Thiswill provide you with
useful vocabulary that you will be expected to know and use in class and on exams. (Note
gender, verb conjugation type, and use of articles.) Check your recall by doing the exercises
which follow in Applications.

Read over the grammatical explanations given in French under Structures, paying close
attention to the examples that follow. Test your understanding by working through the
exercisesin Mise au point. If you can't figure out how to make choices, review the
explanations.

After you have a good sense of the basic vocabulary and structures, go to the Exer cices
oraux inyour Cahier d exercices to apply and test your aural comprehension.

How to use Collage: Cahier d’ exercices; Each lesson has two parts: Exer cices oraux et Exer cices
écrits Be sure to do BOTH as assigned.

Most daily listening assignments should take you about 30 minutes. The tapes last no more than
45 minutes for the entire lesson; most lessons are assigned in two parts.

The correct answers to most of the Cahier exercices (both oral and written) are given in the
“Réponses’ sections at the end of the book (pp. 197-211). Self-correction isan
ESSENTIAL part of language practice and will help you to 1) identify your errors and 2)

raise questions in class about what you didn’t understand during your individual practice.

Dictionary is at the Bookstore for $13.95.) Although Collage has a glossary, you will definitely need a
dictionary for the readings in the text Autour de la littérature, and for your written assignments.
