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Bush Admits Iraq War Addiction

Washington—Af-
ter nearly 4 years of
what First Lady Laura
Bush has described as
“a problem that’s spi-
raled out of control,”
President Bush chat-
ted Thursday with Fox
News’ Bill O’Reilly in
his yrst public interview
relating to his addiction
to America’s current
war with Iraq.

The inter-
view, which covered
O’Reilly’s entire nor-
mal one hour seg-
ment, chronicled the
President’s addiction,
describing the violent
pings of the nationds top
executive.

“It really catch-
es up with you some-
times,” Bush said. “I’ll
be sitting in my ofyce,

maybe playing a little
minesweeper, when sud-
denly one of my aides
will come in and hit me
with more information
about what’s going on
in Fallujah. And don’t
get me wrong: while |
really do want to know
what’s going on in Fal-
lujah, I’m just not sure
it’s best for me getting
my work done. | want
to know why we can’t
just wait for a couple
of years before | start
really tackling this is-
sue.”

The former Texas
governor added that he
“wasn’t sure why every-
body is giving making
such a big deal about
something that isn’t
even causing harm to
other people.”

Sources close to
the President mention
that he and Irag have a
history, as he retains a
special connection with
the Persian Gulf War of
the early nineties.

“That war wasn’t
nearly as dank as this
one,” said Vice Presi-
dent Dick Cheney. “We
couldn’t even capture
Saddam in that one. But
you know what they al-
ways say: the yrst time
you do it you usually
don’t feel the full effects
anyway.”

Cheney added that
“Irag is one of those
countries that every
president should invade
at least once.”

Political scientists
consider Bush’s usage
of Iraq as a possible

“gateway war” that
could potentially lead to
Bush inciting more con-
pict in other nations.

“It really seems
like being at war with
Iraq is the one sureyre
way to get involved with
other, more dangerous
countries,” said Political
Science professor Hen-
ry Mailor. “You start
building infrastructure
in Iraq, and before long
you’re nuking North
Korea.”

Bush has openly
announced his desire to
eventually get off the
war, though he also said
that could “be anywhere
from pulling out cold
turkey to buying one of
those Iraq War patches |
saw on T\V.”
